MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Vice-Mayor Tex Slyman, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. Absent: Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman Jeff Roberts and Jeff Willeford. 
Pastor Ronnie Capps opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Wyatt with a second by Flood approving City Council Meeting Minutes: January 4, 2020, with changes to Page 2, Paragraph one (1) and three (3) to change the dollar amount to $15.02 (this is per the FOP Contract).  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Church with a second by Flood approving the Consent Agenda:

a. Approval of Un-Paid Claims in the amount of $910.03.
b. Approval of Paid Claims in the amount of $43,462.90.

c. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $83,742.10, for pay period ending January 8, 2021.
d. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $82,081.84, for pay period ending January 22, 2021. 



A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Flood approving to extend the time to award bids in the Fuel Farm Project for the Jones Memorial Airport by ninety (90) days. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Flood approving to Innovative Fueling Solution, LLC, approving and authorizing the Mayor to execute a construction contract, and approving and authorizing the Publicized Statement setting forth the reasons for award to the second low bidder and not Titan Fuel Systems. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Motion was made by Johns with a second by Flood approving to table to the February 1, 2020 meeting the Consideration, discussion, and possible action approving a Contract with Maguire Iron, Inc., Water Tower Experts for Services/Limited Maintenance on the 1917 Cone Top Water Tower at 3rd & Oak.
A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Witty approving an agreement with High Five Media in the amount of $2,799.00, to build the City website and $229.00 per month for maintenance for one (1) year. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, No. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Flood with a second by Johns approving bid specs to solicit bids for new fencing around the West side of the Bristow City Cemetery. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

There were several discussions on the old Police Department badges. City Attorney Beth Anne said she is going to look up what the law is with, declaring surplus, the sale price and the selling of the badges and get back to the Mayor. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Church with a second by Johns approving to declare old Police Department Badges surplus and allow the officers to purchase them and to give the Mayor the Authority to set the amount once Beth Anne gets back to the Mayor. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Church with a second by Flood approving to table to the February 1, 2021 meeting the Consideration, discussion, and possible action to instruct the City Attorney to draft up a Resolution declaring a mandatory mask mandate. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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City Attorney read the Sales Tax Ordinance in full.  There were several questions about the effective & expiring dates.  They had thought it was supposed to be for 10 years not 5 years.  Helen Marie Varner had expressed that there needs to be a lot of advertising done. And that there are several people in the audience that would be willing to help.   
Motion was made by Flood with a second by Johns approving to table to the February 1, 2021 meeting the Consideration, discussion, and possible adoption of Ordinance No.___, an Ordinance levying and assessing a sales tax of one-half of one percent (1/2%), in addition to present sales taxes upon the gross receipts or proceeds on certain sales as herein defined, to take effect on July 1, 2021 and expiring on July 1, 2026; providing for the purpose of funding capital improvements for a hospital facility in the City of Bristow; defining terms; prescribing procedures, remedies, lien and fixing penalties; fixing effective date; and making provisions severable. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Flood with a second by Johns approving to table to the February 1, 2021 meeting the Consideration, discussion, and possible approval of Resolution No._____, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and mayoral proclamation calling for a special election in the City of Bristow on April 6, 2021, for the purpose of submitting a question to the registered voters regarding levy and assessment of a sales tax of one half of one percent (1/2%) upon the gross proceeds or gross receipts derived from all sales tax; and providing for the conduct of the election by the Creek County election board.
City Attorney Beth Anne had explained that the next two (2) agenda items address making changes to the City Charter. She has asked that this be passed to the February 1, 2021 meeting that way Mayor Rick Pinson could explain why he had asked to put this on the agenda.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Wyatt approving to table to the February 1, 2021 meeting the next two agenda items. Agenda item reads as follows: (1) Consideration, discussion, and possible approval of Resolution _____, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and mayoral proclamation calling for an election in the City of Bristow on April 6, 2021, for the purpose of submitting proposed amendments to the charter of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and providing for the conduct of the election by the Creek County election board.  (2) Consideration, discussion, and possible approval of Resolution _______, a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and mayoral proclamation calling for an election in the City of Bristow on April 6, 2021, for the purpose of 
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submitting a question to the registered voters regarding changing the form of government from a statutory strong-mayor-city council form of government to a statutory council-manager form of government; and providing for the conduct of the election by the creek county election board. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Witty approving to enter into executive session for confidential communications with legal counsel regarding a possible economic development activity for real property generally located near the Bristow Jones Memorial Airport, and for purposes of conferring on matters pertaining to economic development, including the transfer of property, financing, or the creation of a proposal to entice a business to remain or to locate within the City of Bristow, on the advice of counsel that public disclosure of the matters discussed will interfere with services and violate the confidentiality of the businesses, and as authorized by 25 O.S. Section 307(C)(11). A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

The Bristow City Council Meeting reconvened with the following members present.  Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilmember: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt.

Motion was made by Witty with a second by Church to authorize the Mayor, with the assistance of the City attorney, to move forward with annexation of approximately 300 acres real property located adjacent to & including the Jones Memorial Airport in support of a proposed economic development activity, the annexation to include provision of fire and police protection. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Witty with a second by Church to authorize the Mayor, with the assistance of the city attorney, to negotiate for a comprehensive economic development agreement, to include implementation of a Tax Increment Financing District, providing utilities to the project area, assistance with zoning, improvements to streets, and other infrastructure, reduced utility services cost & potentially sales tax rebates. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Motion was made by Johns with a second by Flood approving to Adjourn. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
