Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Jeryn Fletcher, Judd Johns, Tanya Langley, Brian Peters, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. Absent: Councilmember Jeff Roberts.  
REverneded Andres Spooner opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Motion was made by Church with a second by Johns to recess the City Council Meeting and open the Hospital Authority Meeting. Librarian Heather Hutto was present to speak to the Council about a grant for the library.  The grant will allow one of her employees to help patrons get their diplomas.  The grant will pay the employee $15.00 per hour for an addition five (5) hours per week. This is a two (2) year program.  There were questions asked about the employee being a part-time employee and working full time. Heather has presented the council with a couple options and had asked that the Treasurer print off the employee taxes by January 4th, which is the deadline for this grant. Option one (1) was to give the employee addition 5 hours per week at $15.00 per hour or Option two (2) was to convert Five (5) of her existing hours over to the $15.00 per hour. The council all like the option one (1). 
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Motion was made by Peters with a second by Langley approving to allow the Librarian to apply for grants for the library from the Oklahoma Department of Libraries, including approval of necessary resolutions and execution by the Mayor. The Council members liked option one (1) which will help the library and Patrons to get their diplomas. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.  
City Attorney Beth Anne stated that the committees that we are about to talk about will get the council more involved and would be great for the city.  This was a great idea that Mr. Kell Kelly had talked to the mayor about.  At this time Kell Kelly explained that when he was with the Turnpike authority, he developed this concept which they are using still today.  Each ward is compiled of two (2) members and one will be appointed the Chairman. For example, you could have a committee for Budgeting and Finances, Construction, Economic Development, Recreation, Technology, Zoning, Abatement or Code Enforcement.  Mr. Kelly stated it worked for him and he really thinks it would work here and would take some responsibility away from the Mayor and give it to the Council. Beth Anne stated that she would like for each Councilman to email the Mayor and her with what committees they would like to be on or if they have any different idea.  

Motion was made by Peters with a second by Langley approving the appointment of committees for the City Council, including, but not limited to utilities (water, sanitary sewer, sanitation), streets, technology, zoning, code enforcement, abatement, budgeting and finance, operations, logistics Economic Development and to have each Council member Email which committee they would like to serve on to the Mayor.  
Beth Anne explained about how and why this election is happening.  She explained that back when the four (4) proposals were on the ballot about changing the City’s government that she feels there was some confusion.  The first 3 proposals failed but the 4 proposals were passed.  What that done was took away the Mayors powers as of April 5, 2022.  So, we need to make sure that everyone gets the word out for everyone to go vote.  If this  passes, it will make everything go back as it is as of right now.  The election scheduled for January 10, 2023, is to amend Section 3-2 of the Bristow City Charter to clarify the duties of the Mayor and address contradictory portions of the Charter approved by the voters on April 5, 2022.





There were several discussions on the Resolution about the Occupancy Tax. Beth Anne will make changes and get back to the Council on this.  
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Motion was made by Johns with a second by Church approving to table to the next meeting, January 17, 2023, Agenda items # 22 and 23. (22) Consideration, discussion, and possible approval of a Resolution of the City Council of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and Mayoral Proclamation calling for a Special Election in the City of Bristow on April 4, 2023, for the purpose of submitting a question to the registered voters regarding levy and assessment of an Occupancy tax of eight percent (8%) upon the gross proceeds or gross receipts derived from all occupancy; establishing the purpose of the funding; and providing for the conduct of the election by the Creek County Election Board. The Council will consider this Resolution and may make revisions/amendments to the Resolution or percentage of the proposed Occupancy Tax, setting out the purpose of the Occupancy Tax, and other revisions/amendments as may be reasonable and proper, including the title of the Tax and the proposed date of the election.  (23) Consideration, discussion, and possible adoption of an Ordinance Amending Chapter 12, Finance and Taxation, Article V of the Bristow Code of Ordinances, levying and assessing an excise tax of eight (8%) on the gross proceeds or gross receipts derived from rents received from the occupancy of hotel rooms all in addition to other taxes, to take effect on August 1, 2023; establishing a title and purpose; providing definitions, including hotel, occupancy, operator, rent and transient; establishing exemptions; setting forth operator’s duties and responsibilities, including collecting the tax; requiring registration; providing for filing of returns; providing for payment of the tax; establishing criteria for bonds; establishing penalties and interest;  providing for delinquent taxes; establishing an appeals process; requiring records to be kept; providing for refunds; providing for actions to collect the tax; and establishing penalties; providing for approval by a majority of voters voting in the election held for such purposes as required by law; providing for publication; and making provisions severable. The council will consider this ordinance and may make revisions/amendments to the ordinance or percentage of the proposed occupancy tax, setting out the purpose of the occupancy tax, and other revisions/amendments as may be reasonable and proper, including the title of the tax and the proposed date of the election. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Fletcher, Aye; Johns, Aye; Langley, Aye; Peters, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.                     
Motion was made by Church with a second by Johns approving to enter into Executive Session for confidential communications and discussions with legal counsel and other staff members as requested and required to discuss the following:
