MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Tex Slyman, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. 
Reverend Toni Godwin opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Flood approving Minutes of the September 20, 2021, Meeting.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Abstain; Slyman, Abstain; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Church approving to close off West 6th and West 7th streets from Spruce to Elm on October 30, 2021, from 6 p.m. to 10 p.m. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
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Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Johns approving to close Main St. from 12th to 6th for the Homecoming Parade on October 21, 2021, from 2:30 p.m. to 3:30 p.m. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

At this time Mayor Rick Pinson read the Agenda item number 10 and asked if there were anyone in the audience that wanted to comment. 
Mayor started that Mr. William Chaney will go first since this agenda item was about this residence.  

Mr. Chaney stated that he had the property surveyed and was wondering if the City Attorney had looked to make sure the request was right for the property for the correct zoning change.

Beth Anne stated she would make sure while other comments were heard. 

Ruth Jaytaine said she was very worried about all the water that was going to be used and how much would be going into the ground and what that would do to our water table.  Also, she is very worried about the use of the extra electric.  Will it cause black-outs? She is not for this at all. 

Chris Chandler would like to know why is it ok for others and not for him.

Trish, Mr. Chaney’s assistant stated that if the zoning was changes would it still allow for the dispensary and that the State of Oklahoma should make it clear what all needs to be done for which purpose.   
Carolyn Kuykendall stated that she is very worried about the smell and all the chemicals. She is not for this. 

Joe Winkle stated that he lives there and this is a residential area.  The residence do not want this in their area where there are children.   
Beth Anne stated that a C-3 would be the correct zoning for this process, and would be OK.

Brandon Flood stated that he would hope that our citizen would be understanding that there is not a whole lot of teeth into this and that the State need to step up and fix the problem because its hard on the Cities. 
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Jeff Roberts stated he agreed with what Bandon said.  
Beth Anne stated that the property was zoned commercial already and that this could potentially windup in a lawsuit. 
Kris Wyatt asked when someone wants to rezone their property, why do we make them go in front of the planning & zoning Board, send out letters to the residents, have them protest or be willing and not listen to their concerns. 
Motion was made by Willeford with a second by Johns approving to accept the Planning & Zoning Board recommendation to Deny the request to rezone property from a C-2 to a C-3 for the intent of a Grow House-Marijuana on the property generally located at 301 East 1st and specifically located:

W 2 of Five (5) & S 79 of Lot Six (6), Block One-Hundred Five (105), Original Town (Now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma;

S 70 of Lot Four (4) & S 70 (aka E2) of Five (5), Block One-Hundred Five (105), Original Town (Now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma;

N 75 of Lots Four (4), Five (5) & Six (6), Block One-Hundred Five (105), Original Town (Now) City of Bristow, Creek County, State of Oklahoma, according to the Original Plat and Survey Thereof.  (William Chaney)

A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed. This is Resolution #R1183-101821.
Motion was made by Willeford with a second by Slyman approving to declare property Surplus from the Fire Department, the Police Department and Public Works Department as described on the posted list and authorize sale pursuant to State Statute. City Attorney’s Report:  Beth Anne stated that the Mediation that was between the Bristow Tire Plant and the BIA (Bristow Industrial Authority) didn’t go so well and that it will go to litigation.  She has talked to Mike Jones and he is going to let her know if he will take the case.  
Comments from Mayor and Council.  Jeff Roberts stated that we are so glad to have Councilman Tex Slyman back.  All members agreed.
