MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Randy Witty, and Kris Wyatt. Absent: Councilmember Jeryn Fletcher Tanya Langley and Brian Peters.
Reverend Toni Godwin opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving the Consent Agenda:
a. Approval of City Council Meeting Special minutes: October 24, 2022

Update on the swimming pool and the Construction Management Agreement with Thompson Construction. Beth Anne stated she has talked to Kendall with Thompson Construction and he stated the Project will go out for bid on November 30, 2022 with a bid opening on December 21, 2022. 
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Presentation by the Vicki Roth, Airport Manager and related discussion. Vicki stated that she is having the Terminal Building open daily from 9:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.  She has Coffee, Tea and Water. She is putting together a plan for the Airport.  Working on maybe having some stuff on Saturdays, getting the new fuel tank up and running, working on Facebook and some other sites.  There is still fuel in the old tanks and she is getting some ideas together and will get with the Mayor.

Update on the development of land north of the Turner Turnpike and east of U.S. Route 66 for development of a hotel and other commercial businesses. Beth Anne Childs stated the Northside development is still in the process. The city has hired Jay Updike, with Updike and Bellen as the Engineer for this project. He and Jon Wolfe the City’s Financial Advisor are working on getting paper work together and applying for some ARPA Funds to help with the water and sewer project on the Northside Development. There is still a lot of things going on with this project. 
Presentation and City Council Training by representatives of the Oklahoma Municipal Assurance Group (OMAG) and related discussion and action. Bill Tackett with OMAG and David Weatherford, City attorney for Mannford gave a presentation about several things the Council and Employees should know.  There were talks about the Agenda, Open Meetings, Budgets, Police, Fire, employees and all that went with the rules on running a City or Town.  Beth Anne stated there will be a resolution on the next agenda for approval.  
Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Church approving to enter into Executive Session for confidential communications and discussions with legal counsel and other staff members as requested and required to discuss the following items on agenda items d & e, not to discuss a & b & c. 
a. Negotiations with the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP) for a Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2).
b. Negotiations with the International Association of Fire Fighters (IAFF), Local No. 3613, and an amendment to the Collective Bargaining Agreement for Fiscal Year 2022-2023 as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(2). 
c. A claim and potential litigation regarding a final Pay Application to Cherokee Pride Construction Company for the Jones Memorial Airport runway construction project.  The City attorney advises that disclosure will seriously impair the ability of the public body to process the claim/potential litigation in the public interest, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(4). 

d. The purchase and appraisal of real property located north of the Turner Turnpike, east of U.S. Route 66 and south of 211th Street South, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(3).
e. The appraisal of real property located south of the Turner Turnpike, north of Veterans Memorial Drive, and adjacent to Lake Massena and owned by the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(3), and a proposed economic development activity involving the transfer of property, as public disclosure could violate the confidentiality of businesses, and as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(C)(11).

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Motion was made by Johns with a second by Roberts approving to Authorize the Mayor and the City Attorney to proceed with direction by the Council to move forward on agenda items #22, d & e.  Items are as follows: (d) with the proposed purchase and/or the appraisal of real property located north of the Turner Turnpike, east of U.S. Route 66 and south of 211th Street South, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(3). (e) move forward with the appraisal of real property located south of the Turner Turnpike, north of Veterans Memorial Drive, and adjacent to Lake Massena and owned by the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(B)(3), and authorization to move forward regarding a proposed economic development activity involving the transfer of property, as public disclosure could violate the confidentiality of businesses, and as authorized by 25 O.S. §307(C)(11). City Attorney’s Report: Beth Anne reported she has been doing a lot of work.
Comments from Mayor and Council. Councilman Judd stated there is a lot of stuff getting done for the December 1, 2022 Christmas Parade. 
Sabrina Mounce gave a short run down on all the events that will be happening on December 1, 2022.  We are shutting down 7th Street from Main to Elm Street from 3:00 pm. to 9:30 p.m. for all the vendors to place their booth on the street.  Main street will be shut down from 5:30 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. for the parade and shopping on Main.  The Parade is at 6:30 p.m. and after the parade Santa will be in the Little Church to see all the little ones.  The Tree lighting will be done at 8:00 p.m. and the Santa Bucks will be drawn at 8:05 p.m.
