MINUTES

The Meeting of the Bristow City Council Meeting was called to order in the Council Chambers of the Municipal Building at 7:00 P.M. A roll call was had with the following members present. Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Tex Slyman, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. Councilman absent: Brandon Flood. 
Reverend Mark Evans opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

At this time Mayor Rick Pinson made motion to recess the City Council Meeting and open the Bristow Hospital Authority Meeting. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
After the Bristow Hospital Authority Meeting adjourned, Mayor Rick Pinson reconvened the Bristow City Council Meeting with a roll call.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Wyatt approving the Minutes of December 6, 2021. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.
Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving the Consent Agenda:

c. Approval of Actual Payroll Claims in the amount of $11,871.26, for pay period ending December 9, 2021. (Longevity Pay)

e. Approval of Estimated Payroll Claims in the amount of $87,647.18, for pay period ending December 22, 2021.

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Presentation from Joe Trigalet with the Bristow Historical Society and related discussion. Joe stated that they are applying for a grant that is worth 1.6 million.  The 4 projects that are associated with this grant are (1) the Chrysler sign at Krumme Oil, (2) the Frisco Water Tower at the Fire Station, (3) the Train Depo Building and  (4) the Town Square.  The Historical Society has talked to a Senator Leewright and Representative Kyle Hilbert and they feel that if the City could show their support for these projects this will help with getting the grant.  Joe asked for the Cities support of pledging $10,00.000. All Council agreed to show their support and the City Attorney will have a Resolution on the next agenda stating the support.  
Motion was made by Johns with a second by Slyman approving a budgeted transfer in the amount of $300,000.00 from the City General Fund to the Airport Operating Fund. Motion was made by Roberts with a second by Wyatt approving of Claim #21000 to PEC Engineering, PA. in the amount of $63,240.00 (paid from the 2021A Bond-Swimming pool).
