City Attorney’s Report: Beth Anne will be completely done representing the City of Stillwater in 3 weeks from tomorrow. Airport-The contract needs to be closed out with Cherokee Pride and hopefully it will be by the end of the year. The Sally Scott Easement has been finally approved by the Creek Nation on the Land Accusation Contract. Beth Anne has completed a draft operating agreement/Trust Indenture and is working with councilman Flood on getting documents for the Airport Board to set up a meeting for change of ownership, hopefully to start July. Hospital-Beth Anne said she talked to Jon  and he advised that the state has finally signed off and we are now just waiting on CMS. The problem there is they are still working from home and so many projects are still high centered.  Once this is approved, we will meet with Carrus and do all the Agreement needed. Grants-Beth Anne said there are grants we need to apply for because Bristow needs several hundreds of thousands of millions of dollars for North of town. Kwikset Property? Compressed Natural Gas? Own Fueling Station? She also feels we need to do a “Work Session” or “Best Practice” meeting after the 1st of the year and see what direction the City wants to go. 
Comments from Mayor and Council: Councilman, Jeff Roberts advised that the Tabouli Fest was AWESOME! Councilman, Jeff Willeford said “Thank You!” to the Historical Society for heading up the Tabouli Fest
