She has been working with the Historical Society on the Eagle Catcher and the David Howard, owner of the Eagle Catcher in getting the Eagle Catcher moved and he is going to pay a portion of the move.  
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Comments from Mayor and Council. Councilmember Judd Johns wanted to think everyone that worked on the Fire Works.  The Fire Works were great.
