Reverend Jerry Hutchins opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving Minutes of the June 21, 2021, Meeting.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Abstain; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Abstain and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Willeford with a second by Wyatt approving to adopt a Resolution of the Bristow City Council, a Municipal Corporation, declaring the structure owned by Charles Elliott, located at 103 North Main Street, Bristow, Oklahoma, Dilapidated, Abandoned, and a Public Nuisance detrimental to the health, safety and welfare of the general public and the Community; authorizing the attorneys of the Childs Law Firm, PLLC, to file an action to abate the Public Nuisance located at this address, including removal of the Dilapidated structure; and authorizing the Chairman and the Childs Law Firm, PLLC. to take all actions reasonably necessary to proceed with this cause of action. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, No; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed. This is Resolution # 1164-070621.
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Motion was made by Johns with a second by Slyman approving to adopt an Ordinance Amending Chapter 12, “Finance and Taxation,” Article VI, “Tangible Personal Property Excise Tax,” of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Bristow, Oklahoma, and specifically Amending Section 12-172, “Excise Tax on Storage, use or other consumption of tangible, personal property levied;” to provide for an increase to the Excise Tax on the storage, use or other consumption of 
property within the municipality at the rate of five percent (5%); providing for Bristow City 

severability; repealing all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict. A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, No; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, No; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed. This is Ordinance #166-070621.

Motion was made by Johns with a second by Slyman approving to declare an emergency exist on the above agenda item.
