Mayor Rick Pinson, Councilman: Joe Church, Brandon Flood, Judd Johns, Jeff Roberts, Tex  Slyman, Jeff Willeford, Randy Witty and Kris Wyatt. 
Reverend Ernest Kelly opened with Prayer and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Motion was made by Church with a second by Roberts approving Minutes of the August 16, 2021, Meeting.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Aye; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Aye; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Aye. Motion passed.

Motion was made by Flood with a second by Witty approving Minutes of the August 19, 2021, Special Meeting.  A roll call was had with the following members present voting as follows: Church, Aye; Flood, Aye; Johns, Aye; Roberts, Abstain; Slyman, Aye; Willeford, Abstain; Witty, Aye; and Wyatt, Abstain. Motion passed.

Presentation from Jake Manus on Economic Development and related discussion. Jake talked about several projects that he has been working on.  He has talked to Bristow School system and Central Vo-Tech about maybe adding Aviation classes. 
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Update from the Bristow Historical Society and related discussion. (Joe Trigalet) Joe announced the Historical Society have been working on several project with upgrading around town.  Four (4) landmarks that they are working on are the (1) Town Square, (2) Depot (3) Water Tower by Fire Station, built in 1937 & the Chrysler Tower on 9th Street.  The Historical Society are asking for the Cities approval to proceed on the upgrades on the Train Depot and the Water Tower since they are City owned.  All Council approved.  
Motion was made by Church with a second by Wyatt approving to open the Public Hearing for the purpose of discussing the Bristow City Swimming Pool, the new design, and the proposed improvements. City Attorney Sabrina Mounce announced that the City is applying for a $500,000.00 matching grant.  We are hoping to have the pool completed by late summer 2022.  We have a meeting with the Engineering company on September 14, 2021.
